Competition entries will be judged along with general written information about sports background, in-
ternational/ study abroad experience, hobbies and interests, etc.
The most qualified and most enthusiastic players will be selected from the pool of entries, not necessarily

according to talent/height/ability.
The players will be selected according to a TEAM concept, depending on character and interpersonal
skills, above all. Basketball skill and athleticism will be secondary, in the final selection process.
